INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS
The Proceedings of the International Scientific Conference "June 5th - World Environment Day" is a periodical electronic publication that is published every two years. Since 2017, it has been indexed in CABI Databases (https://www.cabi.org/), and it publishes original scientific, expert and rewiev papers in the following fields:  
· Ecosystem Protection

· Environment, Nutrition and Health

· Sustainable Animal and Plant Production

· Forest Management

· Waste Management

· Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy Sources

· Legal and Economic Regulations in Environmental Protection
One author can participate in the conference with a maximum of three papers. Before sending the manuscript, please check whether it is edited according to the Instructions for authors. Otherwise, it will not be forwarded to reviewers. The submitted manuscript after the initial check by the Editorial Board may be rejected without reviews, if the manuscript is not from the conference fields.
After the initial check, the papers are subject to an anonymous review procedure ("double blind peer-review") by two reviewers. The article must not have already been published or sent to another publisher for publication.
Papers that receive positive reviews will be published in the electronic Proceedings of the conference. The category of paper is proposed by the author when sending the manuscript, but the final decision is made by the Editorial Board based on the proposal of two reviewers.
Original scientific papers should have the usual structure: summary, introduction, material and  methods, results, discussion, conclusions and references. All manuscripts must be written in English. We require the authors to strictly adhere to the technical instructions when creating their works. 
Articles for publishing are classified, according to the recommendation by the UNESCO, into these categories:
1) Original scientific papers – they contain results of authentic researches. Their content should be presented in such a manner that an experiment may reproduce and verify accuracy of the analyses and conclusions.
2) Preliminary communications -  they contain those significant scientific results, which require urgent publication. These researches may be shorter than usual. It contains one or more new scientific data, but without enough details to enable verification as in original scientific works.
3) Review papers - contain a concise critical review of some issue based on already published texts, in
which the author is actively involved.
4) Professional papers - are useful contributions from the professional field, which do not represent original research. The work does not have to be related to original research, but contains a contribution to the application of known scientific results.

PAPER TITLE (12 pt, bold, Times New Roman)

The text of the abstract will be written in Italic Times New Roman font size 12 pt. and in A4 format using Microsoft Word. The sheet margins will be: 2,5cm for right and left margins and 2,5cm for superior and inferior margins. The abstract can have 250-300 words.
1. INTRODUCTION (12 pt, Bold)

The titles of the chapters will be written in capital letters font size 12 pt. bold. Chapters will be enumerated as shown above. The text of the chapters will be written in Times New Roman, font size 12 pt. Space between the text and the title will be one line, font size 12 pt.

2. OTHER CHAPTERS (12 pt, Bold)

The text of the paper will be written in Times New Roman font size 12 pt. The titles of the chapters will be written in capital letters, Times New Roman font size 12 pt.
In case a chapter has several sections, they will be written as shown in the following example:

2.1 Title of the chapter's section (12 pt. Bold)

Pictures in the paper have to be in the centre of the sheet. Text in pictures has to be written in Times New Roman font size 10 pt. A Picture will be enumerated with a number and its name will be written under the picture in the centre of the sheet as shown in the example.

In case of having tables in the paper, the text in the tables will also be written in Times New Roman font size 10pt. A table also has to be enumerated and its name will be written above the table, as shown in the example.

In case of having formulas in the paper, they will be written in the centre of the sheet and they will be enumerated as in the example. The size of the formula will be 10 pt in font Times New Roman.
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3. CONCLUSION (12 pt, Bold)

Please, send the papers in English language until 20/05/2024 at the latest on:

https://konferencija.unidev.ba 

The maximum extent of the papers is 10 pages. Papers have to be composed of the conventional chapters (Abstact of the paper, Introduction, Methods of work and materials, Results, Discussion, Conclusion and References). Papers sent after the deadline will not be taken into consideration.

Only papers presented at the Conference will be published in the Book of Proceedings after review.
4. REFERENCES (12 pt, Bold)
· References within the text

References should be cited in the text by the last name(s) of the author(s) and year of publication with a comma between them: for example, (Šertović, 2020) or (Ibrahimpašić and Toromanović, 2017). If the citation is the subject of the sentence, only the date should be given in parentheses: “According to Šertović (2020)…” For citation of references with 3 or more authors, only the first author’s name followed by et al. (not italicized) should be used: (Skender et al., 2015). If there is more than one reference in the same year for the same author, please add the letters a, b, etc. to the year: (Makić et al., 2015a, 2015b). References should be listed in the text chronologically, separated by semicolons, and references published in the same year should be further ordered alphabetically: (Jahić and Džaferović, 2022; Vilić et al., 2022).

· Reference list

References should be listed alphabetically at the end of the text without numbering. All authors should be included in reference lists unless there are 6 or more, in which case only the first 5 should be given, followed by et al. (not italicized). 

References should be formatted as follows (please note the punctuation and capitalization):

· Journal articles: 
Journal titles should not be abbreviated; the whole name of the journal should be given. Include the doi number at the end.
